Logic of fashion on architecture.
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Material oriented design

The design for the Delicatessen clothing store
imposes the logic of fashion on architecture, using
transient materials to create a thin layer of design
elements that can be peeled off and replaced with
seasonal or trend changes, reversing the typical
balance in architecture where the cost of materials
far exceeds the investment in design.

Th two materials, yellow and gray double-sided
linoleum and cardboard tubes, chosen at the
beginning of the design process, dictate the forms
and functions of the elements that form display,
fitting room, desk and storefront. For display
elements, the linoleumn is shaped into flexible fins,
while for the fitting room, it is folded back to open
and disappears into the wall when not in use.
Linoleum strips climb like conveyor belts through
the openings between the back of the store
production zone and the front retail, carrying the
clothing goods while serving as a display
background.

Like fashion, architecture has to confront the
reality of constant transformation. Less
investment in high-end materials means more
importance on design quality over material costs,
and on the designer over the contractor.
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
