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First Floor Penthouse extends the ephemeral relations between inside and outside. The primary asset of the apartment; its 
view onto the vast city hall square, is funneled in, creating a horizontal courtyard. This funneled landscape separates public 
from private, turning the bedrooms into a remote entity, when viewed from the open public space. The concept of the arti� cial 
landscape was carried through to shape the wall elevations and plans.
